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SARS may be suspected in a patient who 

has: 

 

Any of the symptoms, including a fever of 

38 °C (100 °F) or higher, and 

Either a history of: 

Contact (sexual or casual, including 

tattoos) with someone with a diagnosis of 

SARS within the last 10 days OR 

Travel to any of the regions identified by 

the World Health Organization (WHO) as 

areas with recent local transmission of 

SARS (affected regions as of 10 May 2003 

were parts of China, Hong Kong, 

Singapore and the town of Geraldton, 

Ontario, Canada).
